PALM SUNDAY =~ Today is familiarly called Palm Sunday, so named because of the procession of palms welcoming the triumphant
Jesus into Jerusalem. One moment he is welcomed as a King. Not long after the mob shout out: “Crucify him!” So we carry our
palms to ‘get into it’ not just with our brains; but, with our hearts, our feelings, our attitudes, our behaviors. Let us not be too quick
to judge the people shouting against Jesus. As the many different versions of the Way of the Cross describe it, we may not have
done anything differently than some of those chanting people. The proof? Look at the way we deal with people of our own time! Further, look
with the eyes of Jesus who contextualizes the ‘way’ we deal with people in Mt. 25: “Whatever you do to the least of my brothers and sisters, you
do to me. Whatever you fail to do to the least of my brothers and sisters, you fail to do to me.” *** Today also is titled Passion Sunday, because
we begin the celebration of Holy Week (our holiest week of the year) with the Proclamation of the Passion of the Lord. This is Year “C” (the year
of Luke) and it is Luke’s Passion that is proclaimed. Good Friday never changes — it is always the Passion of John. Of course Luke’s Passion is
made up of many parts including: the Last Supper, the Agony in the Garden, the Arrest, the Trial, the Scourging, the Carrying of the Cross, the
Crucifixion and the climactic Death of Jesus on the Cross. In Luke’s gospel, often referred to as the Gospel of Compassion, a simple and most
profound climax is expressed in one simple phrase uttered by Jesus before he dies. As he hangs upon the cross buffeted by insults he finds
within himself the unimaginable freedom to say: “Father, forgive them; they know not what they say.” --- The cross is wood. The cross is a
hateful killing. The cross is the pain and suffering described in the Passion. But this climactic phrase spoken by Jesus is the POWER OF THE
CROSS! Anyone could die on a cross. Others died beside and besides Jesus. But how many could ever be so in touch with God, so in touch with a
life long belief in and preaching of forgiveness, to be able to reach within in the midst of suffering to find such forgiveness? How many have
allowed their spirit to be formed and shaped by God’s Spirit to be able to speak forgiveness in the face of so much hatred and injustice? How
many have this inner freedom of Jesus? How many could recognize such a moment of grace in the midst of the storm? --- Such a profound
week! Such a week of grace! So we carry our palms to ‘get into it’ not just with our brains; but, with our hearts, our feelings, our attitudes, our
behaviors. Let us die with him, so that we might also rise with him!

@\ DOMINGO DE RAMOS ~ Este dia se le llama familiarmente Domingo de Ramos, llamado asi debido a la
<k'ntw procesion de las palmas de bienvenida a Jesus triunfal en Jerusalén. Primero es recibido como un Rey. No
o~ , mucho después la multitud grita: "jCrucificalo!" Asi que llevamos nuestras palmas para 'participar en ella' no
ﬁatruw sbélo con nuestro cerebro; sino, con el corazén, nuestros sentimientos, nuestras actitudes, nuestros

comportamientos. No seamos demasiado rapidos para juzgar a la gente que grita en contra de Jesus. Igual que
las diferentes versiones del Camino de la Cruz lo describen, es posible que no hayamos hecho algo diferente que algunas de las
personas que gritaban. 4 Quieren la prueba? Observemos como tratamos a la gente de nuestro tiempo! Mas aun, miremos con los
ojos de Jesus, que contextualiza la ‘forma’ en que tratamos a la gente en Mateo 25: "Cuando lo hicieron con alguno de estos mas
pequerios, que son mis hermanos, lo hicieron conmigo. Lo que no hicieron con alguno de estos mas pequefios, que son mis
hermanos, conmigo no lo hicieron”. Hoy, también se le llama Domingo de la Pasion del Sefior, porque empezamos la celebracion
de la Semana Santa (nuestra semana mas sagrada del afio) con la Proclamacién de la Pasiéon del Sefior. Este es el Afio "C" (el
afo de Lucas) y se Proclama la Pasion de Lucas. El Viernes Santo nunca cambia, es siempre la Pasion de Juan. Por supuesto, la
pasion de Lucas se compone de muchas partes, incluyendo: la Ultima Cena, la Oracién en el Huerto, El Arresto, el Juicio, la
Flagelacién, el Cargar la Cruz, la Crucifixion y la Muerte culminante de JesuUs en la Cruz. En el Evangelio de Lucas, a menudo
referido como el Evangelio de la Compasion, un climax simple y muy profundo se expresa en una simple frase pronunciada por
Jesus antes de morir. Al colgar de la cruz abofeteado por los insultos encuentra en si mismo la libertad inimaginable de decir:
"Padre, perdénalos; porque no saben lo que hacen”. La cruz es de madera. La cruz es una muerte de odio. La cruz es el dolor y el
sufrimiento que se describe en la Pasidon. Pero esta frase culminante expresada por Jesus es el PODER DE LA CRUZ!
Cualquiera podia morir en una cruz. Otros murieron al lado y ademas de Jesus. Pero, cuantos jamas podrian haber estado tan
en contacto con Dios, con la conviccion de la predicacién del perdén y poder alcanzar y encontrar tal perdon entre tanto
sufrimiento? ¢Cuantos han permitido que su espiritu sea formado y moldeado por el Espiritu de Dios para poder hablar del
perdén de cara a tanto odio e injusticias? ¢ Cuantos tienen esta libertad interior de Jesus? ;Cuantos pueden reconocer tal
momento de gracia en medio de la tormenta? Qué semana tan profunda! Cuan llena de gracia! Asi que llevemos nuestras
palmas a 'participar en ella' no sélo con nuestro cerebro; sino con nuestros corazones, nuestros sentimientos, nuestras actitudes,

nuestros comportamientos. Muramos con El, para resucitar con El!
