Come, let us bow down in worship, let us kneel before the LORD who made us ~Psalm 95:6

27" Sunday Ordinary Time ~ The gospel today focus on two themes: the power of faith; and dutiful service.
The apostles frequently asked questions of Jesus: informational ones or specific actions from him. Today was
no different. They asked the Lord to “increase our faith”. He did respond; but he didn’t do what they asked.
Rather, he gave them a response contrasting two hyperboles. His first combined two proverbial ideas into one hyperbolic
statement. He said that if they had faith the size of a mustard seed (hyperbole - one of the tiniest seeds) that you could
say to this mulberry tree (one of the most deeply and tenaciously rooted): be uprooted! Not likely, though. Then he added
to this idea another hyperbole by saying you could plant it in the sea — clearly one of the most unlikely places since this
tree could not possibly grow there. The exaggeration makes the point super strongly which is exactly what hyperbole is
meant to do. Exaggerate through the example to make the point or meaning even stronger. What the apostles were asking
for was nothing in comparison what Jesus wanted to give them — extraordinary faith and trust in God! * In AA.
(Alcoholics Anonymous) and other twelve step programs, people in the group take on tasks or responsibilities of service to
the group. At each meeting they usually give a little report to the group, and typically they finish their report with the
words: “Thanks for letting me serve.” Thanks? Why would one be ‘thankful’ or ‘grateful’ for ‘being allowed’ to serve. The
gospel today gives some understanding to this simple yet profound attitude. Most of us could never really relate to an
example involving slaves. In our national consciousness we have developed an abhorrent response to the very idea of
slavery. We wish we could erase the reality and any memory of it from our history. But in Jesus’ time it was a part of the
social fabric of both the Romans and the Jews. It was acceptable. In fact, some people sold themselves into slavery with
the hope that one day they could be emancipated. Even so, there were expectations of a slave; both from the master and
from the slave him or her self. The slave knew what was expected. To do the service was to be responsible and fulfill one’s
obligation as a slave. Not anyone would think that a slave was to be ‘thanked’. It was simply their job. They were
unworthy (that is, not worthy of praise), because they were only fulfilling their duty. Duty was dignified. Duty could bring
one’s freedom. Duty was a moral obligation and one’s responsibility. Jesus was probably directing this parable at the
Pharisees who routinely thought that they deserved to be praised for what they did. We are at our best when we realize
who and what we are. As God’s creation we have been loved into existence and blessed each day. This is so not because of
what we do, but because of who God is. He loves us all — the good and the bad, equally and always. His example to us is
and was to love and to serve. In this we find meaning, life, satisfaction, joy, dignity, and have no problem saying the
words: “We are unworthy servants; we have only done our duty.” (Luke 17:10)

Los apostoles con frecuencia hacian preguntas sobre Jesus: algunas informativas y otras especficas
o~ , sobre sus acciones. Hoy no es la excepcion. Le pidieron al Sefior "auméntanos la fe". El respondid; pero no hizo
Parrac g que le pedian. Mas bien, él les dio una respuesta contrastando dos hipérboles. Primero combiné dos ideas
proverbiales en una declaracion hiperbdlica. Dijo que si tuvieran la fe del tamafo de un grano de mostaza
(hipérbole—una de las semillas mas pequefas) podrian decir a la morera (uno de los arboles arraigados mas profunda y
tenazmente): seran arrancados! No es probable, sin embargo, luego anadié a esta idea una nueva hipérbole diciendo que podrian
plantarla en el mar, sin duda uno de los lugares mas inesperados ya que ese arbol no podria crecer alli. La exageracion hace que
el punto super fuerte, que es exactamente lo que la hipérbole estd destinada a hacer. Exagerando el ejemplo para hacer el punto
o significado aun mas fuerte. Lo que los apdstoles estaban pidiendo era nada en comparacion con lo que Jesus queria darles —
una fe y confianza extraordinaria en Dios! En A.A. (Alcohdlicos Anénimos) y otros programas de doce pasos, las personas del
grupo asumen tareas o responsabilidades de servicio al grupo. En cada reunion, tipicamente dan un pequefio informe al grupo, y
por lo general terminan su informe con las palabras: ‘Gracias por permitirme servir’ Gracias? ¢ Por qué sentirse ‘agradecidos” por
‘que se les permita’ server?. El Evangelio de hoy hace una pequefa aclaracion de esta sencilla pero profunda actitud. La mayoria
de nosotros nunca realmente podriamos relacionarnos involucrando a esclavos. En nuestra conciencia nacional, hemos
desarrollado una respuesta aberrante a la idea misma de la esclavitud. Deseariamos poder borrar la realidad y cualquier memoria
al respecto de nuestra historia. Pero en tiempos de Jesus era una parte de la estructura social de los Romanos y los Judios. Era
aceptable. De hecho, algunas personas se vendian como esclavos, con la esperanza de que algun dia podrian ser emancipados.
Aun asi, habia expectativas de un esclavo; tanto del maestro como del esclavo mismo. El esclavo sabia lo que se esperaba de el.
Para servir tenia que ser responsable y cumplir la obligacién como un esclavo. Nadie pensaba que a un esclavo se le deberia dar
las ‘gracias’. Era simplemente su trabajo. Eran indignos (es decir, no eran dignos de alabanza), ya que sélo estaban cumpliendo
con su deber. El deber era digno. El deber podria traer la propia libertad. El deber era una obligacién moral y la responsabilidad de
cada uno. Jesus probablemente estaba dirigiendo esta parabola a los fariseos que habitualmente pensaban que merecian ser
elogiados por todo lo que hacian. Mostramos lo mejor de nosotros mismos cuando nos damos cuenta de quién y qué somos.
Como creacion de Dios hemos sido amados desde nuestra existencia y bendecidos todos los dias. Esto no es asi, por lo que
hagamos, sino por lo que es Dios. El nos ama a todos; los buenos y los malos, igualmente, y por siempre. Su ejemplo para
nosotros es y fue amar y servir. En esto encontramos significado, vida, satisfaccion, alegria, dignidad, y no hay ningun problema
en decir las palabras: "No somos mas que siervos, solo hemos hecho lo que teniamos que hacer”. (Lucas 17:10)
