28" Sunday Ordinary Time ~ The gospel today prompts us to have a double reaction: “Amazing!” and
“How Sad!” This is quite an extraordinary story not just because it is a healing story, and at that, a multiple
healing. It is extra-ordinary because of the content. In this story, lepers are healed. Outcasts are healed.
Rarely has this been heard of. Exceptions were Miriam and Naaman; other than that, healing a leper had not taken place
in Israel for seven hundred years. It was seen as a sign of Messianic times. Lepers were untouchable — like the dead. To
touch one meant you had to go the priest to be ritually cleansed/purified. But leprosy and other skin diseases were
serious. They were highly contagious and therefore contact with lepers was something to be strictly avoided. Lepers
would be forced to leave the community and would then form small communities of the ‘infected’ and then depend on
the kindness and mercy of good, faithful people. When Jesus walked by, the lepers did not cry out for healing — just for
mercy. Food? Clothes? Money? Kindness? Clearly they wanted something, but anything merciful would be more than
they might get from most. Jesus told them to go to the priest — the implication was to be declared clean which would
mean that they had been healed. They heard him. They trusted. They went. But the healing wasn’t immediate. 4long the
way, they realized that they were cleansed. No doubt they were ecstatic. Now they could return to their true
communities — their own families. What we hear about is a story of physical healing. But for at least one, another
healing — a deeper healing — takes place. In addition to the physical healing, this one leper (a foreigner) experiences
gratitude deep within his spirit. This one recognizes that God has done great things in and for him. This wasn’t luck.
This wasn’t just ‘being in the right place at the right time’. This wasn’t just getting one’s life back in order. This was a
visitation of God. This was God’s power working through Jesus. This was a moment of great faith. This was an
irrevocable touch from the Almighty that restored a man to fullness and gave him back his life. The healing which is
always deeper and greater was this healing of his spirit. Deep within — this man found God, felt God, experienced God,
now truly knew God and because of all of that — was grateful to God. “Amazing!” “How Wonderful!” 4nd...“How
Sad!” - the deepest miracle was experienced only by “1°.

~ aﬁég/m sanacién multiple. Es extraordinaria debido al contenido. En esta historia, los leprosos son sanados.

Los marginados son sanados. Raramente se ha escuchado esto. Las excepciones fueron Miriam y
Naaman; fuera de eso, la sanacion de un leproso no habia sucedido en Israel durante setecientos afios. Fue visto como
un signo de los tiempos Mesianicos. Los leprosos eran intocables, como los muertos. El tocar uno significaba que habia
que ir al sacerdote para ser purificado ritualmente. Sin embargo, la lepra y otras enfermedades de la piel eran graves.
Eran altamente contagiosas y por lo tanto el contacto con los leprosos debia ser estrictamente evitado. Los leprosos se
veian obligados a abandonar la comunidad y formaban pequefas comunidades de los 'infectados' y, a depender de la
bondad y la misericordia de la gente fiel y buena. Cuando Jesus pasaba, los leprosos no pedian a gritos la sanacién;
s6lo misericordia. ¢Comida? ¢;Ropa? ;Dinero? ;Bondad? Esta claro que pedian algo, pero cualquier acto de
misericordia significaba mas de lo que podian obtener de la mayoria. Jesus les dijo que fueran al sacerdote — esto
implicaba declararse limpio, lo cual significaria que habian sido curados. Ellos lo escucharon. Confiaron en El y fueron.
Sin embargo, la sanacién no fue inmediata. Mientras iban de camino quedaron limpios de la lepra. Indudablemente
quedaron llenos de alegria. Ya podian regresar a sus comunidades, a sus propias familias. Lo que escuchamos es una
historia de sanacién fisica. Sin embargo, para al menos uno, otra sanacion; una sanacion mas profunda se lleva a cabo.
Ademas de la sanacion fisica, éste leproso (un extranjero) demuestra el agradecimiento mas profundo de su espiritu.
Este reconoce que Dios ha hecho grandes cosas en en él y para él. Esto no fue cosa de suerte. Esto no fue sélo ‘estar
en el lugar correcto en el momento correcto’. Esto no significaba poner la vida en orden. Esta fue una visita de Dios.
Este era el poder de Dios trabajando a través de Jesus. Este fue un momento de gran fe. Este fue un toque irrevocable
del Omnipotente que restauré un hombre a la plenitud y le devolvié la vida. La sanacion que siempre es mayor y mas
profunda era la sanacion de su espiritu. En lo mas profundo, este hombre encontré a Dios, sintié su presencia, y
experimentd a Dios, ahora realmente conocia a Dios y por todo eso estaba agradecido con Dios. "Increible!" "Que
maravilloso!" Y ... "¢ Qué Triste"! El milagro mas profundo fue experimentado solamente por "uno".
