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God mounts His throne amid shouts of joy; the Lord, amid trumpet blasts. — Psalm 47:6

ASCENSION OF THE LORD ~ Nothing could seem more natural, more expected, and more
\ necessary than the Ascension of the Lord as shared both in Acts and in the gospel of Luke today. It
almost seems matter of fact that Jesus had to return to the Father and that was simply the next step
f for the disciples. The author of Acts (presumed to be Luke) begins in a letter to Theophilus: “In the
first book | dealt with all that Jesus did and taught until the day he was taken up.” He then recounts
all that had happened especially since the resurrection referring back even to the baptism by John with water. But a huge
promise is given: “In a few days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.” The naturalness of all that had happened and all
that was to come reaches a climax as “He (Jesus) was lifted up, and a cloud took him from their sight.” And as if nothing out
of the ordinary had just happened, “suddenly two men dressed in white garments stood beside them. They said, ‘Men of
Galilee, why are you standing there looking at the sky? This Jesus who has been taken up from you into heaven will return in
the same way as you have seen him going into heaven.” In the gospel, the ascension is described in an even more matter
of fact way. Jesus leads the disciples out as far as Bethany, raised his hands, blessed them, then was taken up into heaven.
Their response is simple and as if it was expected: “They did Him homage and then returned to Jerusalem with great joy,
and they were continually in the temple praising God.” Where are their questions? Where is their fear? No doubts, Thomas?
Another abandonment Jesus — is this the way you treat your friends? Why do you have to leave? What now? Why? ------
Am | the only one out here who thinks that these questions are normal? Yet...maybe this is exactly the point. Perhaps Luke
is trying to tell us that this whole thing has developed and come to be exactly as God would have it. Perhaps Jesus’ leaving
and passing on the power and work and challenge of discipleship is the only way it could be. Perhaps the letting go of Jesus
and the opening up to the Holy Spirit is and was the only way the fulfillment of Jesus’ gospel and work could ever come
about. The proclaiming and hearing of the gospel depends upon US! Jesus gave us the Word and he gave us the call
(discipleship) and the challenge to share it with the world. Alone? No! That was how it was to be! “And behold | am sending
the promise of my Father upon you; but stay in the city until you are clothed with power from on high.” Now the stage is set
and we await the coming of the Spirit with the conviction and the openness that something deeply spiritually and irrevocable
and laden with power and fruitfulness is and was about to happen. The promise of the Spirit to be given and received did
and would forever change the world. Pentecost! Gifts! Spirit! Love! Hope! Baptism! Gospel! New Life! We — Church - Grace
— One — Life! ~ ~ ~ Isn’t it just as it was meant to be?

El autor de los Hechos (se supone fue Lucas) comienza en una carta a Tedfilo: "En mi primer libro, escribi|
acerca de todo lo que Jesus hizo y ensefio, hasta el dia en que ascendio al cielo”, En seguida relata todo lo que
habia sucedido, sobre todo desde la resurreccién, remontandose hasta el bautismo por Juan con agua. Sin
embargo, se nos da una gran promesa: "Dentro de pocos dias ustedes serdn bautizados con el Espiritu Santo”. La simplicidad de
todo lo que habia sucedido y todo lo que estaba por venir alcanza un climax "a/ ser elevado (Jesus) a la vista de €llos, hasta que una
nube los oculto”. Y como si nada fuera de lo comUn hubiese sucedido, "se /es presentaron dos hombres vestidos dre blanco, que les
dijeron: “"Galileos, Que hacen alli parados, mirando al cielo? Ese mismo Jesus que los ha dejado para subir al cielo, volvera como lo
han visto alejarse”. En el Evangelio, la Ascension se describe ain mas como un hecho. Jesus lleva a los discipulos hasta Betania,
levantando las manos, los bendijo y luego fue elevado al cielo. Su respuesta es simple y como se esperaba: "Ellos depués de
adorarlo, regresaron a Jerusalén, llenos de gozo, y permanecian constantemente en el templo, alabando a Dios". (Qué paso con sus
inquietudes? Con su miedo? No mas dudas, Tomas? Otro abandono? es esta la forma en que tratas a tus amigos? ¢Por qué te tienes
que ir? éPor qué? ¢Acaso soy el Unico aqui que piensa que estas preguntas son normales? Sin embargo ... tal vez ese es
exactamente el punto. Tal vez Lucas trata de decirnos que fodo esto se ha desarrollado y llegado a ser exactamente como Dios lo
desea? Tal vez el abandono de JesUs y el traspaso de poder, trabajo y el desafio del discipulado es la Gnica manera posible. Tal vez
el desprenderse de JesUs y abrirse al Espiritu Santo es y seria la Unica manera que el cumplimiento y la obra del Evangelio de JesUs
podria realizarse. El proclamar y escuchar el Evangelio depende de NOSOTROS! Jesus nos dio la Palabra y el llamado (discipulado)
y el reto para compartirlo con el mundo. ¢Solos? iNo! Asi tendria que ser! "Ahora yo les voy a enviar al que mi Padre les prometio.

Did You Know? — What constitutes a concern worth
reporting?

Parents have a responsibility to report concerns they have about another
person’s behaviors or actions that could put their children, or any children
at risk. These concerns are anything that makes the parent uneasy or
uncomfortable, or anything that a child reports made them feel uneasy or
uncomfortable. Some examples of seemingly little things that can be
worth reporting include: A teacher covering her glass classroom door with
artwork, eliminating the ability to see into the classroom from the hall; a
youth ministry icebreaker activity, where teens have to pass a mint candy
from person to person using only toothpicks in their mouth, despite the
discomfort of some participants.
